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Since January of this year, we, the FIC
board and | as business manager, have
been going through an organizational
development process (abbreviated as
OD process). Issues such as mandate,
vision, strategy, goals, implementation
plans and feasibility are essential parts
of this process.

Prior to this process we had already
been aware that in previous years, we
had not really reached our goal to go to
churches with the FIC message.

We always received good feedback from
individuals who had experienced our
message of Freedom in Christ, and we
are thankful and rejoice in this. But our
goal is much greater than simply reach-
ing the individual end user. We want the
FIC message of freedom in Christ to be
an integral part of church life. It is our
vision that everyone who comes to faith
and becomes part of a church should
do the FIC discipleship course. In order
to reach this goal, we had to change our
strategy.

The Lord has entrusted us with several
biblical principles and tools with the
potential to help church members rec-
ognize their identity in Christ and live in
freedom.
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Our focus is the leaders.

With their help, we will succeed in equip-
ping the church for successorship of
Christ.

Our goal will be reached when they have
understood Freedom in Christ’s mes-
sage and are capable of teaching it and
putting it into practice.

THE DISCIPLESHIP COURSE and THE
STEPS TO FREEDOM IN CHRIST help
congregations find their identity and a life
in freedom. These practical tools were
developed by Dr. Neil T. Anderson and
freedom in christ.

Who do we want to work with?

We want to work together with as many
churches as possible within the Christian
faith. Under certain circumstances, it might
be necessary to adapt our method (but not
our message!), in order to correspond to
the ethics of the church involved.

What is our position compared to other,
similar ministries?

We transmit “freedom principles”, which
we understand to be “the responsibility
and authority of each Christian to mature
in faith, by choosing the truth and resist-
ing lies.” “Then you will know the truth,
and the truth will set you free.” John 8:32

We don’t have a monopoly on freedom
principles, those are simply the Gospel!
Other ministries have similar biblical ap-
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proaches, which reach the same goals. We wish to
support them and are glad for any enhancements.
We don’t proclaim the ministry freedom in christ,
but preach the Gospel.

Our vision of the future contains the following as-

pects:

e The discipleship course is known in churches as
the core of the FIC message and is increasingly
being used there.

® The churches have become useful references who
recommend the course material to others.

Products

We are developing the Discipleship Course (DC),
whose goal is to lead Christians to their identity and
freedom in Christ and to anchor them there.

We support pastors and Christian leaders with three
1-day courses especially developed for the DC, so
that they can carry out the courses with their con-
gregations for the greatest possible benefit.

In cooperation with Asaph Publishers, FIC books
are being translated into German and published,
providing all DC participants with helpful, in-depth
information.

Target Groups

We want to reach pastors and leaders in churches
and Christian organizations throughout German-
speaking Europe (DACH = Germany, Austria and
Switzerland).

Asaph Publishers (www.asaphshop.net)
are now carrying an FIC Edition under
which our books are published.
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The contract with Asaph provides for
the publishing of at least one book by
Dr. Neil T. Anderson a year, which we
propose.

Before Christmas, a new German book
entitted JUENGERSCHAFTSTRAINING
(Discipleship Counseling) will be pub-
lished (page 3, right).

In January 2012, the out-of-print book
LEBEN IN FREIHEIT (Walking in Free-
dom) will be republished (page 5, right).

In May 2012, the German edition of the
BIBLICAL GUIDE TO ALTERNATIVE
MEDICINE will finally be released.

We are very grateful for this cooperation.
It makes completing our mandate much
easier, and at the same time, we have
Neil‘'s books in German at our disposal
in professional quality.

You have certainly noticed it already: We
have a new look, a new CI (Corporate
Identity). The old German name, Freiheit
in Christus, was more of a programme
than a name. The name did not show a
clear affiliation to Dr. Neil T. Anderson,
author of our books and father of our
ministry. The English name now states
this clearly and also provides a clear
identity. It also reflects our international
network.
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Whilst thinking over our identity, the eagle was a
picture which repeatedly came to us in connection
with FIC: “like an eagle that stirs up its nest and hov-
ers over its young, that spreads its wings to catch
them and carries them aloft." Deuteronomy 32:11
Or also the image from Isaiah 40:31: “but those who
hope in the LORD will renew their strength. They
will soar on wings like eagles; they will run and not
grow weary, they will walk and not be faint.” It was
thus clear that there should be a bird like an eagle
in our new logo. Have you recognized it in our new
logo already? In the same way, truth is not always
so evident, but whoever recognizes it will find a new,
refreshing identity in life.

There are several changes at our head office. Due to
our closer cooperation with Asaph, we no longer re-
quire much proofreading and text revision in-house.
This unfortunately means that Beat Tschanz‘s work
at FIC will end in February 2012. Beat has been
working with us since 1 September 2004, and has
been a faithful and appreciated colleague. Since May
2008, he had been employed at an 80% capacity
with us. We pray and hope that Beat will find a new,
suitable position.

Many of our tasks are being outsourced (books,
website, etc.), and we will not be doing some others
at all anymore due to our new orientation. The new
seminars are being offered to pastors and leaders
of Christian congregations. These are 1-day semi-
nars and will logically no longer be carried out on
Sundays. On the other hand, we will be offering
these seminars on a more regular basis and will, in
future, have a team of seminar leaders in order to
fulfil these tasks.

viced mainly through the new website. A
small annual fee permits partners access
to a large selection of documents, instruc-
tions as well as to the Handbook for En-
couragers (in German, pdf document), to
help them train their Freedom team in a
goal-oriented manner.

We want to provide tools to the responsible
persons in churches for the Freedom min-
istry in their congregations. These persons
are guided by their pastors.

In future, the FIC Partnership will be en-
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hanced by a “Freedom Forum”. That is where ex-
periences can be exchanged and questions can be
asked. We will supervise this forum and also provide
advice when necessary.

While we were looking at the new website, we con-
tinued to get more new ideas. In June, at the annual
meeting of the FICMI Board, we decided on an in-
ternational basis that we will all work with the same
programme as England.

This integration also means considerable cost sav-
ings in this area, and it will enable smaller, new FIC
projects such as in Portugal, Spain, the Netherlands
and Romania to have quick and inexpensive access
to an established business model.

We are working hard at this and plan to start up
the solution in January. It will also offer many new
functions and possibilities, for example, the admin-
istration of this newsletter. You can then determine
yourselves if you want the newsletter or not by sign-
ing up or not.

We haven'’t forgotten Germany and Austria! But first
of all, it was important for us as the board of the
association to give some serious thought to our
mandate and our strategy. It is possible that our
strategy in these countries will also change with the
new direction we are taking. We are therefore no
longer relying mainly on representation, but more
on pastors and leaders of Christian churches, com-
munities and works.

In 2012 we will be offering the following
3 seminars:

FIC Introduction Seminar

This 1-day seminar will show pastors/
leaders in a very practical way what
advantages and benefits our resources
provide for the goals they have for their
congregation. The FIC Discipleship
Course is the focus here.

For the most part, this is the same semi-
nar we have offered up to now. What’s
new is that it is directed towards pastors
and leaders and their needs.

This 1-day seminar is based on the
first seminar. Here, we are preparing
the pastors/leaders for the practical
implementation of the steps. We show
them in a practical way how they can
build and equip a Freedom team in their
congregation, and hold FAs (Freedom
appointments) with congregation mem-
bers.

The FAs are what cause a breakthrough
for many congregation members and
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lead them to become fulfilled disciples
of Christ.

Living Freedom in Christ

The last part of this seminar series deals
with showing pastors/leaders how to help
the Freedom team in their church deal in
a very practical way on an daily basis
with congregation members who have
deep-seated problems. This seminar is
founded on the previous seminar and will
only be offered as a package together
with the other two.

Further seminars will follow. But they will
also be intended for pastors and leaders.
Our primary concern is healthy, function-
ing churches.
